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Research and education regarding art and design at
the University of Tsukuba consist of a solid vein of
art academism inherited from Tokyo Higher
Normal School and Tokyo University of Education
and the new pulse of art and design that has been
beating a rhythm since the institution was reborn as
the University of Tsukuba. There is a current
between conservative and progressive or tradition
and overcoming.

The University of Tsukuba Art Collection
(UTAC), a collection of 800 artworks managed by
the Institute of Art and Design, includes approxi-
mately 600 works donated by current and retired
faculty members and purchased from the degree
shows. The collection is a showcase for research and
education in the field of art and design at our
university.

Studying art and design in the undergraduate
and master's programs culminates in graduation/-
completion projects. In particular outstanding
results are awarded the "Grand Prize" and the
"Alumni Association Prize" and acquired as UTAC.
‘The former began in 1997 and the latter in 2006, so
while these awards result from less than a recent
quarter of a century, they directly inherit the legacy
accumulated over the previous quarter of a century.
In this exhibition commemorating the 50th
anniversary of the university's founding, with 25
works selected from a series of acquisitions, one will

look back at the pulse of the past and look forward
to the future.
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
